INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PARENTS/GUARDIANS
To ensure harmonious development and safety of your child at Ananth Centre, please read the following instructions carefully.

1. The centre’s academic year starts from 1st April and ends on 31st March.

2. The centre will function from Monday to Friday from 9am to 3pm. Saturdays & Sundays are holidays for children of the school. The list of other holidays will be notified in the beginning of the session.
3. A child who has been suffering from or who has been in contact with any infectious disease must produce certificate from a medical doctor that he can attend School without risk of conveying infection to others. 
4. Please ensure that your child is regularly attending the Centre. Absence from the Centre should be informed through application, mail, sms or any other way.

5. The names of children who remain absent for two weeks from the Centre without informing shall be struck off the rolls.

6. The Principal reserves the right to cancel the admission to any child without furnishing any reasons.  

7. Parents should check the school Diary or email & sms regularly for teacher’s remarks. Any urgent message for the teacher or therapist may be communicated through diary or sms or email.

8. All children must wear ID card (Name, address & telephone) every day.

9. Specific measures to be taken in case of seizures or fits children with epilepsy must be intimated to Centre’s authorities. 
10. Parents are welcomed to meet the teacher or therapist but only with prior appointment.

11. Change of address or Contact telephone Number(s) must be intimated immediately.

12. Fees are to be paid on or before 15th May of every year.

13. Centre’s buses ply in South Delhi only. The daily bus route and stops will be identified keeping in view the convenience of parents. Make sure your child reaches the stop 5 minutes before designated time in the morning. Similarly parents / guardian picking up the child should reach the drop point at least 5 minutes before the specified time. In case you miss receiving your child at the stop in the afternoon he/she will be brought back to the Centre and will have to be collected by the parents from the Centre to ensure safety.
14. It is suggested that you should become aware of bus route and also save telephone numbers of some children’s parents / guardian who are dropped before your child to avoid any inconvenience.

15. For the convenience of all parents, some parents will be identified on each route who will be notified in case of bus failures, delays or any other emergency problem related to transport. You are requested to note their names & telephone numbers which will be handy in case of any emergency.

16. All children are expected to obey the conductor, assistant or teachers travelling in the bus & also act in a disciplined manner. 

17. Any problems related to Centre’s transport should be brought to the notice of Centre’s authorities so that appropriate action is taken. You are requested not to deal directly with drivers & attendants for any transport problem.

18. Parents teachers meeting will be conducted every 4th Saturday of every month. We request your presence on such meetings in the interest of your child & School both.

19. Utmost care will be taken to instruct the driver(s) attendants to take proper care while transporting children. Despite these instructions and care, should any untoward mishap happens the Centre will provide assistance. However, the travel by School bus is at the risk of Parents and the Centre stands indemnified against any action, Parents, volunteers are requested to offer supervision during bus travel.

20. If your child is on any medication please inform the Centre’s authorities. The medicines should be handed over to the class teachers so that they are given to the child at the prescribed time. Your child’s allergic reaction to any drugs or food should be communicated to the Centre authorities. Such Medicines will be administered by Centre at the request of parents/ guardian and Centre does not take any responsibility of the ill effects of medication if any.
21. The Centre authorities will not be responsible for children with runaway tendencies outside the school premises.

22. Centre authorities shall not be responsible for the loss of any property of the child. Parents are advised to ensure that no valuable property / ornaments are given to the child while coming to school.

23. During the course of education & training of children at the Centre, occasionally they will be taken to outside school trips in Delhi or out of station. Such trips will be informed in advance and consent from the Parents will be sought. While the Centre will take every necessary precaution to ensure the safety of the children, the Centre authorities shall not hold any legal or financial responsibility for any untoward incident or mishap.

24. For the public awareness and training purposes, sometimes children’s photography or videography of teaching and therapy sessions will be required. It is understood that Centre authorities have your permission to use your child’s photographs or videos for the above. In case of any objections, parents / guardians should inform authorities in writing.
25. Parents are expected to co-operate and extend full support to the Centre.
